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Hall House Overview:
· Hall House was acquired by Crosspoint in 1992 and opened as our largest transitional living facility.
· In 1998, Crosspoint inaugurated its addiction treatment services at Hall House under FBOP’s Transitional Drug and Alcohol Treatment (TDAT) aftercare program.
· TDAT residents have a six month stay at Hall House with a range of programming that includes dedicated LCDC addictions counselors on site.

· Hall House served 105 Residents in Fiscal Year 2007.  Of this number, over 80% achieved all primary goals.

Employment
Every BOP resident is required to seek and secure stable employment immediately following admission to Crosspoint.  These individuals pay a subsistence fee to the FBOP to defray part of the costs of their housing.  This also serves to establish a sense of independence and responsibility.
(
Savings Program
Crosspoint’s Case managers work with each resident to start a savings plan.  Residents are expected to set aside a fixed portion of each paycheck against future needs during community transition.

Collectively, BOP residents earned more than $1.4 million in FY 2007.  Of this amount they paid over $357,000 in subsistence and accumulated savings of more than $205,000.

Support Systems
Crosspoint encourages residents to establish approved visitor lists that include positive support within the community, especially with families and significant others.  Liberal visiting policies and privilege levels that emphasize social passes involving the support system allow residents to re-establish constructive connections and relationships.  Programming that includes parenting, recovery support, anger management, and personal decision making all aim to guide the resident into stable, community-based independence.

Stable Release Sites
Working in concert with the USPO officer, Crosspoint case managers investigate residents’ release plans and approve housing sites.  Care is taken to identify and resolve threats to recovery, self management and compliance with custodial requirements.
