Approval of the minutes: 
Minutes for January 8, 2018 were amended and approved.

THC 2017 Annual Report: 
Commission members and associates commented on accomplishments and activities to include in the report to the Texas Historical Commission.

Consent Agenda:
Members removed Items 1, 2, and 4 and approved items 3, 5, 6, 7, to wit: 

3. A grant of $2750 to the San Antonio Conservation Society for management of the Convening of Historical Societies, a previously approved program to fund work associated with the Convening, formerly known as “the Congress.”
5. Reimburse Richard Curilla $100 for travel expenses January 23 in order to present his digital model of San Antonio de Bexar - 1835-1836.
6.  Award Richard Curilla a $100 honorarium for his January 23 presentation of his digital model of San Antonio de Bexar - 1835-1836.  
7. Allocate $300 for potential incidental expenses for TSHA Exhibit Hall.
Regular Discussion Items:
Consent Agenda items moved to regular discussion:
1. [bookmark: _Hlk507597490]A grant of $2,500 to the Alamo Mission Chapter for restoration of its scrapbooks will be proposed for FY 2018/2019. Motion passed.
2. A grant of $3,000 to the Catholic Chancery for the restoration and stabilization of the 1703-1793 baptismal record of Mission San Francisco Solano will be proposed for FY 2018/2019. Motion passed.
4. The consent agenda item regarding a grant of $750 to the San Antonio Regional Archivists was rephrased to say, “The BCHC allocates up to $750 for the procurement and/or production ​of a pamphlet describing historical archives in Bexar County.”  Motion passed.
Markers Committee:
 Dr. Almaraz reported on the status of markers:

1. St. Michael’s Parish narrative has been finalized, and the order for the marker has been sent to the foundry, Southwell Company in San Antonio.
2. Station X was approved by THC.
3. Buffalo Soldiers application was approved by THC.
4. Mexican Village was approved by THC.
5. Gerfers Cemetery had its medallion application approved by THC.
6. Heidemann Cemetery application was approved by THC.
7. Woodlawn Theater Marker failed to earn the approval of THC.  The application will be recast for submission in 2018.
8. Good Samaritan Veterans’ Center Marker failed to earn the approval of THC due to questions concerning architectural changes.
9. The Scheiner House marker application was submitted after the local deadline and was not reviewed by BCHC Markers Committee.
10. BCHC and THC have endorsed the plan to relocate the Adams Hill marker on the property of Air Force Village II.
