ent and they will be rooted in the
faith of the Gospel which is con-
stantly tauwght them.

Since it is very anecessary for
us to fulfill our respective duty
to prevent the same or worse sete-
backs if such accounts are contin=
ued in the way ther are now being
done, we ask Your Paternity that on
the occasion of your visit and with
the required faculties, as also
with our Rev.Fr. Commissary General
and with our apestolic College for
the greatest good of these missions,
the support of the Indians, the con-
solation of the missionaries and
the greatest lustre of our apostolic
College to seek the most opportune
and fitting measures for the hones-
ty and justive of the following
measures:

First, in regard to the fact
that the year 1753 was the last for
Fr. Juan Hernandes as Guardian and
